Lemke explained the candidates that submitted letters of 

interest would each be answering four questions provided to them prior to the meeting. Lemke explained the order in which the candidates would be speaking was determined by a draw of the hat by the Mayor. Croy’s name was selected first. Lemke explained a candidate would need 5 votes in order to have majority and be appointed. Lemke stated it was required that the votes for appointee not be secret ballot and that Council members had ballots with their name on them provided. 
Croy thanked the Council for the opportunity. She stated she has worked as a mail carrier for 17 years and worked in manufacturing prior to that so understands the lifestyle/demands of that type of work. Croy stated she had a degree Business Management with an emphasis in sales/marketing, experience as an EMT & firefighter and was elected to represent Wisconsin’s 5,000 mail carriers. She spoke about her work on the 2022 Postal Reform Act and said she was not afraid to take a stand and wouldn’t partake in partisan politics.  

Tripp also thanked the Council for the opportunity. Tripp stated he had been a resident of New London since 2010 and had worked at the Waupaca Foundry since 1994. Tripp stated he was an army veteran. He felt the Wolf River was an advantage of the area. He felt budget should be proportionate to the number of residents using it. Tripp said his strength was building, collecting and analyzing data and information. 

Lemke collected the ballots. There were 8 votes for Croy 
(Faucher, Groat, Hass, Barrington, D. Herter, Besaw, Ritchie & Roberts), and 1 vote for Tripp (Dorsey).

RESOLUTION TO REQUEST THE WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

TO CONSIDER SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS AT USH 45/STH 15/CTH T

RESOLUTION 1436 
WHEREAS, The Wisconsin Department of Transportation constructed the USH 45/STH 15/CTH T intersection in conjunction with the New London Bypass in the early 2000’s. Traffic signals were installed at the intersection to control traffic volumes.  Since then, development has resulted in increased traffic volumes and increased crashes at the intersection, and

WHEREAS, The intersection of USH 45/STH 15/CTH T has experienced a total of twenty nine (29) crashes from 2017 to 2022, eight (8) injury accidents and one (1) fatal accident.  Five (5) crashes occurred due to vehicles running a red light and hitting a vehicle, and three (3) crashes occurred due to vehicle failure to yield to oncoming traffic and turned left into traffic.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of New London Common Council hereby encourages and supports the Wisconsin Department of Transportation taking the lead in studying, designing and constructing a roundabout in order to improve motorist safety at the USH 45/STH 15/CTH T intersection and

RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE PROJECT PLAN AND BOUNDARIES OF TAX INCREMENTAL DISTRICT NO. 5,

CITY OF NEW LONDON, WISCONSIN
WHEREAS, the City of New London (the “City”) has determined that use of Tax Incremental Financing is required to promote development and redevelopment within the City; and 

WHEREAS, Tax Incremental District No. 5 (the “District”) was created by the City on September 14, 2021 as a mixed-use district; and 

WHEREAS, the City now desires to amend the Project Plan and boundaries of the District (the “Amendment”) in accordance with the provisions of Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1105 (the "Tax Increment Law"); and 

WHEREAS, such Amendment will: 

a. 
Add territory to the District as permitted under Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1005(4)(h)2.

b.
Amend the categories, locations or costs of project costs to be made as permitted under Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1005(4)(h)1.

WHEREAS, an amended Project Plan for the District has been prepared that includes: 

a.
A statement listing of the kind, number and location of all proposed public 
works or improvements within the District, or to the extent provided in Wisconsin Statutes Sections66.1105(2)(f)1.k. and 66.1105(2)(f)1.n., outside of the District;

b.
An economic feasibility study;

c.
A detailed list of estimated project costs;

d.
A description of the methods of financing all estimated project costs and the time when the related costs or monetary obligations are to be incurred;

e.
A map showing existing uses and conditions of real property in the District;

f.
A map showing proposed improvements and uses in the District;

g.
Proposed changes of zoning ordinances, master plan, map, building codes and City ordinances;

h.
A list of estimated non-project costs;

i.
A statement of the proposed plan for relocation of any persons to be displaced;

j.
A statement indicating how the amendment of the District promotes the orderly development of the City;

k.
An opinion of the City Attorney or of an attorney retained by the City advising that theProject Plan is complete and complies with Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1105(4)(f).; and

WHEREAS, prior to its publication, a copy of the notice of public hearing was sent to the chief executive officers of Waupaca County, the New London School District, and the Fox Valley Technical College District, and any other entities having the power to levy taxes on property located within the District, in accordance with the procedures specified in the Tax Increment Law; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the procedures specified in the Tax Increment Law, the Plan Commission, on May 17, 2022 held a public hearing concerning the proposed amendment to the Project Plan and boundaries of the District, providing interested parties a reasonable opportunity to express their views thereon; and 

WHEREAS, after said public hearing, the Plan Commission designated the boundaries of the amended district, adopted the Project Plan, and recommended to the Common Council that it amend the Project Plan and boundaries for the District. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of New London that: 

1.
The boundaries of the District named "Tax Incremental District No. 5, City of New London", are hereby amended as identified in Exhibit A of this Resolution.

2.
The territory being added shall become part of the District effective as of January 1,2022.

3.
The Common Council finds and declares that:
(a)
Not less than 50% by area of the real property within the District, as amended, is suitable for mixed-use development as defined by Wisconsin Statutes Section66.1105(2)(cm).

(b)
Based upon the finding stated in 3.a. above, the District was declared to be, and remains, a mixed-use district based on the identification and classification of the property included within the District.
(c)
The improvement of such area is likely to enhance significantly the value of substantially all of the other real property in the District.

(d)
The equalized value of the taxable property within the territory to be added to the District plus the value increment of all other existing tax incremental districts within the City, does not exceed 12% of the total equalized value of taxable property within the City.
(e)
That there are no parcels to be added to the District that were annexed by the City within the preceding three-year period.

(f)
The City estimates that approximately 35% of the territory within the District will be devoted to retail business at the end of the District’s maximum expenditure period, pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1105(5)(b).

(g)
The project costs relate directly to promoting mixed-use development in the District consistent with the purpose for which the District is created.

(h)
Lands proposed for newly platted residential development comprise no more than35% of the real property area within the District, as amended.

(i) Costs related to newly-platted residential development may be In- curred based on the proposed development having a density of at least three (3) units per acre as defined in Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1105(2)(f)3.a.

4. 
The Project Plan for "Tax Incremental District No. 5, City of New London" (see Exhibit B),as amended, is approved, and the City further finds the Project Plan is feasible and inconformity with the master plan of the City. City of New London Wisconsin TID No. 5 Amendment Council Resolution 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to apply to the Wisconsin Department of Revenue, in such form as may be prescribed, for a "Determination of Tax Incremental Base", as of January 1, 2022, pursuant to the provisions of Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.1105(5)(b). 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT pursuant to Section 66.1105(5)(f) of the Wisconsin Statutes that the City Assessor is hereby authorized and directed to identify upon the assessment roll returned and examined under Wisconsin Statutes Section 70.45, those parcels of property which are within the District, specifying thereon the name of the said District, and the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to make similar notations on the tax roll made under Section 70.65 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

AMENDMENT TO RESOLUTION 1424
REDISTRICTING AND CREATING TWELVE WARDS
 IN THE CITY OF NEW LONDON 

RESOLUTION NO.  __1438____

WHEREAS, the City of New London Common Council, adopted Resolution 1424 on October 14, 2021. 

WHEREAS,  if the legislature, in an act redistricting legislative districts under article IV, section 3, of the constitution, or in redistricting congressional districts, establishes a district boundary within a municipality that does not coincide with the boundary of a ward established under the ordinance or resolution of the municipality, the municipal governing body shall, no later than April 10 of the 2nd year following the year of the federal decennial census on which the act is based, amend the ordinance or resolution to the extent required to effect the act.

WHEREAS, on March 23, 2022 the United States Supreme Court reversed the Wisconsin Supreme Court’s March 3, 2022 decision that selected the state assembly and senate maps proposed by Governor Evers. This reversal caused delays for Wisconsin municipalities in amending their ward boundaries until further action was taken by the Wisconsin Supreme Court. 

WHEREAS, the United States Supreme Court left in place the Wisconsin Supreme Court decision regarding congressional districts.

WHEREAS, on April 15, 2022 the Wisconsin Supreme Court, failing to act timely, adopted state legislative district maps drawn by the Wisconsin Legislature.

WHEREAS, an official of the City has met with representatives of the Counties and has drafted ward boundaries which meet the requirements of §5.15 WI Stats.; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of New London, Outagamie and Waupaca Counties, Wisconsin that the following Wards are hereby established:

Ward 1 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: bounded on the south by W Fairview Drive, on the west by the city corporate limits, on the east by the Waupaca and Outagamie County border and the north by the city corporate limits.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 23 and consists of 778 people.

Ward 2 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows:  commencing at the Waupaca and Outagamie County border and E Fairview Drive, south along Waupaca and Outagamie County border to W North Water St, west along W North Water St to N Shawano St, South along N Shawano St to W Wolf River Avenue, west along N Shawano St to city corporate limits, north along city corporate limits to W Fairview Drive, east to Waupaca and Outagamie County border.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 23 and consists of 672 people.

Ward 3 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the E Beacon Avenue and Division Street intersection, west to S Shawano Street, north to W North Water Street, east along W North Water St to the Waupaca and Outagamie County border, south along Waupaca and Outagamie County border to E Beacon Avenue.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 23 and consists of 504 people.

Ward 4 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the W Millard Street and Oshkosh Street intersection, south to W Jennings Street, west to Werner Allen Road, south to W Cameron Street, west to Cedarhurst Drive, north to W Jennings Street, west to city corporate limits, northerly along city corporate limits to County Road X, also known as, W Wolf River Avenue, east to S Shawano Street, south to W Spring Street, west to Oshkosh Street, south to W Beacon Avenue, west to Werner Allen Road, south to W Pine Street, east to Neenah Street, south to W Millard Street, east to Oshkosh Street.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 24 and consists of 416 people.

Ward 5 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the W Beacon Avenue and Division Street intersection, south to E Law Street, west to Oshkosh Street, south to W Millard Street, west to Neenah Street, north to W Pine Street, west to Werner Allen Road, north to W Beacon Avenue, east to Oshkosh Street, north to W Spring Street, east to S Shawano Street, south to W Beacon Avenue, east to Division Street.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 24 and consists of 876 people.  

Ward 6 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the E Law Street and Division Street intersection, south to E Jennings Street, west to Lawrence Street, south to E Rowland Street, west to Wyman Street, north to Pershing Road, southerly to Oshkosh Street, north to W Law Street, east to Division Street.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 24 and consists of 696 people.

Ward 7 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows:  commencing at the E Beckert Road and Division Street intersection, west to Dexter Street, north to Pershing Road, northerly to Wyman Street, south to W Rowland Street, east to Lawrence Street, north to E Jennings Street, east to Division Street, south to E Beckert Road.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 25 and consists of 674 people.

Ward 8 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the Pershing Road and Dexter Street intersection, south along Dexter Street to W Beckert Road, west along W Beckert Road to city corporate limits, southerly and westerly along city corporate limits to Pershing Road, also known as, County Road W, northerly along Pershing Road to Dexter Street.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 25 and consists of 344 people.

Ward 9 shall be that part of the City in Waupaca County bounded as follows: commencing at the corner of W Jennings and Oshkosh Streets, south on Oshkosh to Pershing Road, westerly and southerly on Pershing, which turns in County Road W to the west boundary of the city corporate limits, thence continuing along city corporate limits to the north, east and west to Jennings Road, easterly along city corporate limits to Jennings Road,  east on W Jennings Street to Cedarhurst Drive, south on Cedarhurst Drive to W Cameron Street, east on W Cameron St to Werner Allen Road, north on Werner Allen Rd to W Jennings Street, east on W Jennings Street to Oshkosh Street.  Except that part of the Town of Mukwa that lies within the corporate limits.  This ward will be part of Supervisory District 25 and consists of 636 people.
WARD 10 shall be that part of the City in Outagamie County north of the Wolf River to the corporate City limits; and that part south of the Wolf River east of Mill Street to the corporate City limits and consists of 943 people.  
WARD 11 shall be that part of the City in Outagamie County commencing at the south corporate City limits at Division Street; thence east along City limits to Mill Street, north on Mill Street to the Wolf River, west to Division Street, south on Division Street to point of beginning, excluding non-annexed portions of Town of Hortonia and the 2021 annexed parcel described more fully below as Ward 12 and consists of 809 people.  
 WARD 12 shall be the part of the City in Outagamie County that is a parcel of land being described as COM SE COR BLK 7 BOSWORTHS ADDN W181.5FT S200FT POB N72D E252.6FT W OF HY 45 S27D E327.2FT W266FT N34D W252.79FT TO BEG LESS HY PRT NE FR SW & NW FR SW SEC18 T22N R15E and consists of 2 people.  

These wards shall supercede the current Wards and Aldermanic Districts I, II, III, IV, and V.  By Ordinance, in compliance with §62.08 of WI. Stats, the City shall within 60 days of the adoption of this Resolution establish Alderpersonic Districts as follows:




DISTRICT I shall contain Wards 3 & 5




DISTRICT II shall contain Wards 6 & 7




DISTRICT III shall contain Wards 1 & 2




DISTRICT IV shall contain Wards 4, 9 & 8




DISTRICT V shall contain Wards 10,  11 & 12
Each District shall have a population as follows:

II – 1,370

V – 1,754
